HOW TO FIND US (By road)

  

From the North : Come off the M5 at Junction 5 and take the A38 going North towards Bromsgrove. (Not 
towards Worcester) After approx. 2 ½ miles there is a set of traffic lights. (Hanbury Turn pub on the right) 
Turn right into Hanbury Road (B4091) Passing the Ewe and Lamb Gastro Pub on your right hand side and 
then Stoke Prior church on your left you then pass under a railway bridge. Our base is just past The 
Navigation pub on your left alongside the canal bridge. (About 1 ½ miles from the traffic lights)  

From the South : M40 motorway then M42 (West) motorway onto M5 (South) motorway. Exit at Junction 5 
and proceed as above.  

There is a large Morrison s supermarket near the base on the A38 with cash dispensers and petrol pumps.
